· Clinical: technology impacts on clinical workflow; clinical decision support; data standardization; collecting data once; making data useful/meaningful/usable; supporting Meaningful Use; streamlining front line care; educating patients; making patients a part of the care team; making patient portal useful; completing the picture of the patient from non-clinical sources; post-discharge care – making the patient accountable 
· Technical: patient portals; ICD-10; health information exchange (e.g., NC HIE, other HIE projects); mobile devices; security and privacy; ARRA Meaningful Use; data collection devices; inpatient prospective payment challenges; HCAHPS (the Hospital Consumer Assessment of Healthcare Providers and Systems Survey)
· Policy: patient portals; security and privacy; mobile devices and removable media (policy and procedures); “Protecting PHI in a Digital World”; incentivizing patients to become involved and responsible for their own health and care; wellness programs; inpatient prospective payment challenges; what policy is in the pipeline; what changes, if any could be anticipated if the administration changes?
· Informatics: technology impacts on clinical workflow; “First in Health” initiative; wellness programs
· Analytics: clinical decision support; data quality; completing the picture of the patient from non-clinical sources; collection of data concurrently rather than retrospectively; wellness programs; inpatient prospective payment challenges; HCAHPs; population health monitoring; business intelligence tools
· Hot Topics:  social media; mobile apps; ACOs; Business Case and Sustainability of HIE, EHR, etc.; lessons learned from full scale EHR/EMR implementations; inpatient prospective payment challenges; HCAHPS; value-based purchasing; quality data submission; core measures; technology as a revenue generator/protector

· Quality of the abstract (merit of the abstract, speaker’s style and applicability) 

· Educational potential

· Absence of commercial promotion

Historically, presentations made by representatives of provider organizations that speak to the needs of their peers are most highly rated.
