Objectives met at the meeting:

1. The council members discussed deliverables, goals, and visions for the council.
2. Council members are interested in projects such as:

· Participation in HIE and other Health IT initiatives

· Surveys

· Town hall meetings, if resources are available

· Speaking to groups and organizations; perhaps as an educational opportunity or to become aware of consumer views

· Technological innovation developments

3. Disadvantages are the number of resources available; it could be costly to educate consumers

4. It was agreed that a list of CACHI prioritized activities would be helpful; this could be helpful in engaging other consumers to participate and give focus to council efforts
5. The list of privacy principles sent out could be helpful for the council if adapted to their purposes.

6. The council recognizes that a more diverse group of members could be valuable.
7. One question is the role of council members; as representatives of groups or as individuals?  The consensus seems to be that the individuals on the council speak for their individual interests, which often are correlated with any interests that they have in also speaking for groups of people (such as senior citizens, mentally ill, or people with AIDS).  Instead of feeling that they need to choose to speak as representatives or individuals, the view seems to be that the voice of the council members is a synergistic mix of both, and this is a positive way to approach this issue.

8. Council members are cognizant of the time involved in committing to the CACHI group, and want to feel that their time is utilized in an effective way to make a change and provide input.

9. The educational opportunities such as speakers are helpful to the group.  The council members want to be able to act on what they have discussed and learned to bring value to the consumer

10. The council members discussed participating in the NHIN project to provide feedback on policies and procedures for exchanging information in NC.  They felt that they needed more specific information to be able to provide a response (they are not required to bring back formal policies).

Logo #4 was chosen by the majority of those that voted on the preferred logo.

The regular meeting date is moved for May.  The Council will meet on May 27th with Representative Price to discuss health IT and policy issues.
