Discussions:

NCHIMSS Inaugural HIT Day at the General Assembly

The primary focus of discussion was the HIT Day at the General Assembly.  There is a  need for legislators to understand HIT and the goal is to educate and engage consumers (such as policymakers).   CACHI needs to draft a statement of why they think HIT Advocacy Day is important:  To inform, educate, and engage people about electronic health information exchange and the positive and negative implications from it.   The consumer panel needs to emphasize privacy and security issues from a consumer view.  Also to be considered is the concern and perspective of legislators.  Items that could be addressed:

· Cost of upgrading from paper to electronic records

· What are the protections of the data?

· What are the consent policies going to be like?

· Should the health record system respond to the needs of the consumer?

· What is the vision that will serve consumers?

· How can patients be consumers of their own records?

· Are there model consent and exchange systems?

· Benefits of electronic health information exchange (error preventions, avoid duplicate tests, etc)

· Identify legislation on the books which does not represent consumer interest

The consumers should focus on personal stories to tie it all together.  The stories should focus on how health information exchange could have been/or was beneficial.  A task force of Marc, Jeff, Debra, Sherrie, and Margo will be responsible for the consumer panel topics.  CACHI has the opportunity to set up an exhibit.  Sherrie will see if there is a cost involved.

Other topics:

Other topics included the need to examine best practices and how there are exceptions to the uniqueness of each patient.  The human factors may not be considered as well with ‘cookbook medicine.’  Funding possibilities were also discussed.  The council suggested that there are four or five themes which need to be a focus for white papers, town hall meetings, etc.  Who will be the audience?  Topics on the agenda which were not covered during the meeting will be covered at the next meeting.
