Updates from Holt Anderson
· On April 7the NCHICA is hosting meeting of genetics/genomic experts and NC clinical and medical ethics specialists. The meeting will include a review of “my family health portrait,” a web tool from the Surgeon General’s office that can track family history and newborn screening. Would CACHI like to send a representative to this meeting?
· As the HIT Collaborative completes its mission, the new non-profit entity will pick up the responsibility of guiding the development of NC’s HIT statutes/policies. There is a need for CACHI to be involved in the development of these statutes/policies. Patient Consent is a top priority (note: refer to the document “Healthcare Information Exchange (HIE) Considerations for Engaging North Carolina Consumers”). Note: Robin Wright would like to continue her role as liaison with the NC non-profit entity (primarily the Legal Workgroup: Linda Attarian and Jill Moore).
· It would be optimal for the NC General Assembly to see the positive impact of HIT on the state budget. We held a discussion regarding the availability of early ROI findings for states. This information may be premature.
NCHIMSS Inaugural HIT Day at the General Assembly

Discussion was held regarding the CACHI panel for the May 18th meeting. Marc updated the group on the agenda and informed the us that: 

· Debra Cimbala could not attend. Robin Wright agreed to act as a panelist. 

· We would like to hold a short ‘rehearsal’ at CACHI’s April 15th meeting to develop consistent messages and check timing.

· We agreed that handouts would be helpful. There were suggestions that we use these as handouts: NCHICA’s “Get the Facts about EHR” brochure and perhaps (with a little editing for the audience) “Healthcare Information Exchange (HIE) Considerations for Engaging North Carolina Consumers.”

Other topics:

Does NC have an agency that is responsible for informing and educating consumer about HIE? We were unable to indentify such an agency. If it exists we need to liaise with it. If it does not exist we need to consider how CACHI could provide consumer education. Holt did not believe that any NC agencies were funded for this task.
