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MINUTES

NC Health Information Exchange Council Meeting
May 14, 2008
The meeting convened at 2:00 p.m. at the NCHICA office in Research Triangle Park, NC.

Welcome and Introductions

Holt Anderson welcomed the group and asked participants to introduce themselves. He noted that Kris Horton has replaced Mona Moon on the Council for the NC DHHS Division of Medical Assistance, and welcomed her to the group.
Approve Minutes

The minutes of the April 18 meeting were approved.

Nationwide Health Information Network (NHIN 2) Update
Andrew Weniger discussed the status of the NHIN project. NCHICA hired some interns for the summer who will work on the evaluation and business plans, which are contract deliverables. The Data Use and Reciprocal Support Agreement (DURSA) for the exchange of test data was submitted to numerous federal agencies (including the Department of Defense, Veterans Administration and Social Security Administration) for review in April 2008. All NHIN contractors are currently working on the policy framework necessary to exchange real personal health information, which is due in November 2008. 

Dennis Severt and Richard Steen discussed the status of IBM’s hosted solution for the NC HIE. Dennis noted that the core services development, test and integration are completed. IBM has deployed a robust and flexible architecture to interface with other types of systems through HL7 and IHE adapters. IBM is currently in the process of implementing interfaces with Pinehurst Surgical Clinic and Southern Pines Women’s Health Center. Richard Steen noted that the NC HIE project is the only contractor demonstrating the Consumer Access to Clinical Information Use Case. Additionally, the NC HIE project is demonstrating the EHR Lab Results Reporting and Social Security Administration Disability Determinations Use Cases.

Holt Anderson noted that NCHICA and MedVirginia are the only organizations that were awarded the new Social Security Administration (SSA) Disability Determinations Use Case. SSA currently utilizes 30,000 people to handle disability determinations through a paper-based process that can take months or years. The NC HIE project will focus the SSA Use Case on the Wounded Warrior and mental health issues. Also, IBM is developing analytical tools to help the SSA make determinations, and the SSA will need partners to analyze that data. If any NC providers would like to participate, either through use of their data or by observing the processes of this Use Case, they should contact Andrew Weniger. The Council discussed how disability determinations are similar to workers’ compensation, and wondered if the NC HIE project could develop a system to handle both. It was noted that workers’ compensation usually requires attorneys, and is excluded from HIPAA. NC HIE Council members provided NCHICA with contacts to investigate the similarities with NC-based worker’s compensation disability determinations.

Stakeholder Relations

Holt Anderson reported that we have had two regional meetings so far, in Greensboro and Greenville. The next one is scheduled for August 1 in Asheville. The meetings had good attendance and generated excellent discussions. He noted that Rep. David Price is attending the NC Consumer Advisory Council on Health Information meeting on May 27, which will be held at the NCHICA office.

North Carolina Strategic Plan

Holt Anderson updated the Council on the status of the NC strategic plan. The NC General Assembly is currently in session, and we have sent them a document that highlights what other states are doing to support health IT. He asked Council members with contacts at the General Assembly to voice their support for the proposal to create a strategic plan.
