NC Health Information Exchange Council Meeting
October 7, 2008

Welcome and Introductions

Andrew Weniger welcomed the group and asked participants to introduce themselves. 
National Governors Association eHealth Forum
Denny McGuire reported on the Forum, held September 25-26 in Washington, DC. The Governors of each state and territory were asked to send two staff to the Forum, and she represented NC along with Lana Deyneka of DHHS. Her report is attached.
Meeting with NC General Assembly

Lanier Cansler discussed NCHICA’s invitation to speak at the October 21 meeting of the Joint Legislative Health Care Oversight Committee. He noted that we spoke before this committee back in April, but we didn’t make a strong enough case for the importance and cost savings of health IT. The Council discussed the approach NCHICA should take this time, and agreed that we should give an elevator speech, focusing on 4-5 key points. They also recommended we coordinate with the other presenters that day to make a stronger case: Lee Dixon of the NCGA Fiscal Research Division, who will discuss health IT initiatives in other states; and Gary Bowers, who will discuss the WNC Health Network. Andrew Weniger asked Council members to assist us by listening to our rehearsal and reviewing the 4-5 key points we develop.
Policy Development Committee 
Dave Dillehunt reported that members of the Policy Development Committee have been meeting with members of the NCHICA Legal Workgroup on the NC HISPC Consent Policy Options Task Force to discuss the role of consumer consent in health information exchange (HIE) among and between ambulatory care providers. The discussions have been focused on the extent to which the consumer in specific scenarios should be afforded an opportunity to opt in or opt out of the electronic sharing of his or her health information, and the potential impact of each of these options on consumer and provider trust and willingness to participate in HIE systems. The goal of the work is to arrive at a recommended level of consumer consent for each scenario and to provide comments about each consent option to stakeholders and policymakers for their consideration of which consent option or options are most appropriate in North Carolina.
The scenarios are: Substance Abuse Consultation, Data Warehouse Decision Support, Laboratory Information Exchange, Reportable Disease, and Outpatient Care Coordination. Upcoming meeting are scheduled for 12:00 - 2:00 p.m. at the NCHICA office on October 13 & 27 and November 10 & 17. All are welcome to attend.

Quality of Care & Evaluation Committee
John Kessler reported that the Committee held its first meeting last night and looked at its charter and mission statement. They are all clinicians and are trying to figure out what they should be doing for the Council. It was suggested that they consider participating in the Consent Policy Options Task Force, and that they start collecting evidence of how health IT improves the quality of care and reduces cost.

Finance & Administration Committee
Andrew Weniger reported that the Committee met on September 24 to review the first iteration of the Business Plan for the NHIN Project. They will need additional participants to review the second iteration of the Plan.

NHIN Business Plan

Richard Steen reported on the status of the Business Plan, which is due on November 14. He discussed the assumptions for the plan, the core initiatives, extended value initiatives and transformational initiatives. He noted that this first iteration has components of a roadmap in it.
