Overall Mission of the Workgroup:  
The NC HIE Council – Policy Development Committee has been chartered to develop and implement enabling policies for the exchange of health information in North Carolina. 
Scope and Boundaries: 
The Policy Development Committee scope will focus on the following:

· Understand and research legal, regulatory and business practice issues regarding health information exchange (HIE) and health information technology (HIT).
· Analyze and apply state and federal privacy and security laws and regulations.

· Establish a data use agreement for this model to exchange health information with and between participants (such as consumers, healthcare providers, payers, etc.) and for other appropriate uses.
· Policies are expected to conform to national standards and always support appropriate, secure(data integrity, availability, and confidential) information exchange].
· The Committee will also identify gaps between current laws, regulations, and/or business practices that serve as barriers to the development of health information exchange and develop strategies to overcome them.

· Review and apply relevant state and federal security, privacy (including HIPAA, ID Theft Protection Act, SAMSA, and CLIA) and other laws applicable to HIE.
Due to limited time and scope or coverage by other NCHICA activities, the Policy Development Committee Workgroup will not focus on:

· Incorporating administrative financial/claims information into data exchange.
· Technical infrastructure upon which data exchange could be built.
· Vendor solution recommendations.
· Creation of institution-specific HIE policies.
