· There are problems with locating the information and subsequent delays in making decisions

· For first year test dataset attempt to protect against risk of leaking PHI
· Policy issues about what is allowable
· The federal participants in the NHIN project have the DURSA in for clearance, upon their conclusion, the DURSA will be available to NHIN participants like NCHICA for local review.  NCHICA is expected to sign the test Data DURSA by June 30.

· HISPC – third phase – multi-state collaboration
· Recommendations for interstate – opinion – individual states, HISPC I in final report
NHIN Consent Topics – Richard Steen introduced this topic to be addressed in detail at future meetings:
· There is a challenge for managing consent directives: opt in/out, and determining who has access to information
· Audit track source of info
· check provider permissions, how consumers may be involved: directive that patient settings, preferences, and consents be mirrored on the provider side
· Question: What is the end point for Sept? 
· Demonstration of exchange of info between participants and how consent is management revealed
· In December, each group will demonstrate (response) to use case
· Question: With respect to the critical results that a clinician may see – Do they have an obligation to follow up?
