Welcome and Introductions

Holt Anderson welcomed the group and asked participants to introduce themselves.
Approve Minutes

The minutes of the May 28 meeting were accepted without amendment.

Review of online policy discussions 
At the last meeting, the Policy Development Committee decided to take action to determine policy issues related to establishing an HIE.  A web conferencing tool was established by ISOM Faculty in Bryan School of Business and Economics, UNCG to facilitate an initial round of collaboration.  The web address is www.bafacil.uncg.edu.  The username for this initial input is NCHICA and the password is 2008.  This online discussion posts to the website can be made anonymously or through identification.  Members will be added as participants in the group and sent an email to register.  A concern was expressed about the statements posted to the website being made public, and when these views are it was decided that a statement should appear that participants are providing individual views, which are not the necessarily the positions of their respective employers or companies.  
HISPC & NHIN Projects 
Roy Wyman led the discussion of the HISPC and NHIN projects. The HISPC project includes 42 states and territories that are contributing resources to work in collaborative agreements.  HISPC is divided by issues with states providing feedback on certain issues while NHIN is divided by tasks.  
HISPC is currently in Phase 3. During Phase 1 some of the barriers were identified and solutions were developed. Phase 2 was a follow-up to Phase 1.  Phase 3 began on April 1.  Tasks include addressing the privacy and security issues (slide info).

IOA Collaboarative

Roy is involved in a cross-state-inter-organizational agreement focused on developing the same basic language that can be used by any one drafting agreements across the country.  Six states and two territories participating: Guam, Iowa, New Jersey, New York, North Carolina (with Alaska), North Dakota, Puerto Rico, and South Dakota.  There is a pilot project between NY and NJ for the sharing of public documents between states, which can be useful for documenting immunizations for example.  Ohio and Illinois are taking the lead on interstate consent.
DURSA

The Data Use and Reciprocal Support Agreement (DURSA) is being established as part of the NHIN project and is intended to govern the expectations and commitments between HIEs connected to one another.  The agreement being established for the NHIN project is for execution by NCHICA as the NC HIE and for the other NHIN participants (e.g. Indiana HIE, Long Beach, etc.) while the NC entities are not going to sign the agreement; the DURSA agreement that allows network to act on “your hospital/organization’s” behalf
A concern was the number of agreements that a hospital/organization would need to sign to enter into the agreement.  There should be one document to sign, which can provide for sharing with everyone or limits on sharing information, with one set of rules that are set into place.

Another concern is that addressing information requests is a manual process because they vary, making the process difficult to automate.  A more reasonable approach is to communicate information to the patients and then they can provide access to requests for information.

The legal process also leads to barriers, giving business incentive to automate the process.  PHRs, or facilitators of PHRs, such as Health Vault, are not HIPAA covered entities and make that explicit.  Medical records can be considered an asset; when consumers try to take medical record from providers, there will be challenges.
A 311 page document with about 12 classifications has been created.  A naming and coding convention has also been developed.
