Welcome and Introductions

Dave Dillehunt welcomed the group and asked participants to introduce themselves.

Approve Minutes

The minutes from the July 23rd, 2008 Policy Development Committee meeting were approved.

HISPC Project

Consent Collaborations
A discussion of the consumer’s role in providing health information and disclosing their health record information took place. The HISPC Collaboratives include the Consent Policy Collaborative which is one of the two Collaboratives NC is participating in.  

The Collaborative, and NC in particular, will explore the questions around the level of specificity consumers should have.  Additionally, the Collaborative will assess the obligations and rights of providers and service organizations to populate HIOs with information on specific consumers.   It is expected that laws, regulations and policies will govern these determinations.  

Deliverables for this Collaborative will include:  

· Process for determining state by state intrastate and interstate consent issues; 

· Central library of consent documents;

· Matrix of international and national consent approaches;

· Summary of risks and benefits associated with specific intrastate consent approaches;

· Recommended legal mechanisms to address interstate consent solutions.

Working with the HISPC team and a temporary task force to be assembled from the NCHICA Legal Work Group, the NC HIE Council – Policy Development Cmte, Consumer Advisory Council on Healthcare Information and others from the NCHICA community between now and November Consent Policy recommendations will be reached for a set of six ambulatory scenarios.  The temporary task force will meet every other Monday beginning Sept. 15.
NC will have the opportunity to build upon consent work underway in other states, including the states participating in this Consent Policy Collaborative with NC as well as other independent states like NY and MN,  
The Policy Development Cmte contributed to the discussion of PROs and CONs for a single ambulatory scenario.  The Cmte will have a work session at the Sept. meeting to contribute to updating these PROs and CONs.  

Interorganizational Agreement and DURSA
The Data Use and Reciprocal Support Agreement (DURSA) being developed as part of the NHIN project continues to make its way through the internal review of the federal agencies participating in the NHIN project.  It is expected that the production data DURSA to arrive at the Policy Development Committee this fall, for NC review and input.
