a) NC Quality Center (is this the same as  NC Association for Healthcare Quality http://www.ncahq.org/about-us/bod.htm?):  staff patient safety culture surveys; CMS "core measures" which are the process measures for HF, AMI, Pneumonia, and surgical care (data from the NC QIO -- CCME) displayed on www.NCHospitalQuality.org; voluntary & confidential database of process measures for preventing central line blood stream infections, process measures for preventing ventilator-associated pneumonia (VAP), central-line blood stream infection rates (CLABSI).  Access to inpatient AHRQ Indicators (Quality/mortality and safety indicators/undesired events) through Thomson's database & software.
b) NCHA: Hospital Charges by Facility for Top 35 DRG Procedures.  http://www.ncha.org/public/
 

c) Duke Infection Control Network (DICON) - infection data from participating hospitals
 

d) North Carolina Disease Event Tracking and Epidemiologic Collection Tool (NC DETECT) - data elements from emergency depts, Pre-hospital Medical Information System, and Carolina Poison Control   http://www.ncdetect.org/dataelements.html
e)  Private insurance companies covering NC lives - condition-level measures for disease management, physician-level clinical measures, product level HEDIS measures for NCQA, hospital-level measures.    Most have a quality reporting website.
