Review ONC Guidance on Regional Extension Centers

· The guidance has not been posted by ONC.

· ONC issued memo stating that RFPs will be issued by end of fiscal year 2009 and funding is expected to be available in 2010.

Work underway in NC & Elsewhere

· In June the NC Governor’s Task Force is going to publish the NC Strategic Plan for HIE. Refer to NC Recovery website: NC Recovery 

· UNC Meeting at the Sheps Center (5/6/09). Renee Batts and Robin Wright provided a synopsis of this meeting. Discussion topics included:

· What educational programs currently exist for various provider types in NC on health IT?

· What provider technical assistance/CME programs exist?

· Where are the current gaps/obstacles that will require financial support to overcome? 

· What are the opportunities for collaboration across educational units? 

Actions from the Sheps Center meeting:

1. Each informatics program in the state will submit to the Sheps Center a one or two page summary of existing or planned HIT programs at their institution by 5/20/09. Include the following:
a. course titles and credit hours, 
b. the numbers/types of students enrolled in the program, 
c. intended audience (practitioners, future researchers, IT administrators, etc)
d. the educational unit in which the program is housed and 
e. whether the course is delivered online or residentially. 
f. ability to increase enrollment should demand grow.  
2. Each program will identify a point person for communication.  

· NC Community College System  (NCCCS) Health Informatics Education (provided by Renee Batts)
a. Education funding for Health Informatics is included in ARRA.

b. Spring or Fall 2010 Community College System programs:

i. Shift from health information programs to health informatics programs.

ii. Two community colleges are interested in developing and IT health informatics associate program. 

iii. One community college is developing a 17 hour program for a health informatics to add to a degree program.

· NCHICA has been designated at NC representative on the Healthcare Information Security & Privacy Collaboration HISPC project (RTI is primary contractor). NC is one of 42 states and territories that participated. RTI is conducting 90 minute webinars during June:  (The schedule and registration information for each seminar is available at http://hispc-events.webex.com/.  The full announcement is attached and posted at http://privacysecurity.rti.org/.  Each session will be held at 2:00 pm Eastern Time on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons, beginning June 4th.  All individuals interested in each session are welcome to attend.  Registration is required no later than 24 hours prior to each session and space is limited.  We ask that you please consider coordinating your attendance for each session with others within your organization to maximize the number of registrations available to others.)
· Education Examples: Refer below to Attachments A and B provided by Patt Peterson (AHIMA’s Director of Education).

· Attachment A: Florida just announced a six-month EHR certificate.  It will be carried out at the community college level and is basically intended to help those not in the healthcare field today.
· Attachment B: The other piece is a list of competencies for health informatics from IMIA which is a major player in Health Informatics globally (read at 200% magnification).  This work is more aligned with graduate studies, and would encompass physicians, PA, nurses, and health informaticians.  A six month program can’t address all the competencies but it may help you to decide what is really critical (perhaps by job category?)

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Introduction

The CHIRAD research team have been atiemping fo buld a
mapping of the discipline of Health Informatics. The Education
Steps ihink-tank meeling of 2005 n Otley, was the frst stage of
his prolect ntiated by the Health Informatics Forum (HIF) of the
Britsh Computer Society (BCS) and conducted by the GHIRAD.

A summary of the process:

4. Within small groups, participants identified the main
subject areas (ponds) from their own lists, curricula or
Knowledge and experience.

2. Participants identified elements (ducks) of subject areas
within small groups

3. Participants assigned each duck to a subject area and
where possible a levelfrom Bloom's cognitive domain
within the whoe group.

Main Text

Use of keywords in many publications depends on author
selection as opposed 10 a consistent approach, and Is Causing
some Issues in Indexing, and different 'in vogue' terms in
ifferent places and times seem 1o be skewing some of the
results of the lterature searches. Al o these issues are
Important factors that we wi be a an analysing as the current
research phase unfolds.

‘The keywords in each artcle was extracted and transferred to
an access database and then an excel spreadsheet.

‘Some 10,000 different words were produced and these were.
given 10 a team of information specialists at a workshop in
London on the 24th January 2007. The group reduced this list
t0 444 words that seemed to be assoclated with the areas of
health informatics as opposed to being merely English words
and phases used In the artcles.

In addition the index of the last five years of the Britsh Journal
of Healthcare Computing was used as a pllot and the experts
gather in January produced a second set of themes and
elements extending the Otiey outputs.

‘These were then send to Health Informaticians who voted on
the use of each as a Health Informatics terms, those with
consistent acknowledgements were added 1o the table.
