HIE Technical Operations Committee Charter
Overall Mission of the Committee:  

The NC HIE Council – HIE Technical Operations Committee is chartered to 
a) Facilitate standards based interoperability by HIEs in North Carolina 
b) Evaluate, adopt and/or develop standards that promote interoperability in a manner consistent with national efforts and 

c) At the HIE Council’s behest, oversee the technical operations to instantiate and maintain a state-level HIE to provide Core services to HIEs in North Carolina and to connect to other HIEs via the Nationwide Health Information Network (NHIN).  
The Committee will utilize a statewide collaborative process for technical requirements and implementation of statewide Core HIE Services.
Scope and Boundaries: 

The NC HIE Council – HIE Technical Operations Committee (TOC) will contribute to the Council’s mission by:
· Assessing and evaluating compliance (within North Carolina) with the nationwide standards for healthcare interoperability recognized by the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services.
· Developing a collaborative process for overall technical architecture for HIE interoperability using statewide Core HIE Services.
· Defining technical requirements for statewide interoperability as guided by the NC HIE Council 
· Recommending an implementation plan including a timeline and budget for accomplishing this goal
Responsibility:  The TOC will provide a vehicle for input from and a channel of information to individual providers, payers, labs, pharmacies, radiology, other services providers, and those enterprise-centric or regional HIEs within NC that would be served by a statewide HIE capability.  TOC will inform and guide efforts associated with the development and technical operation of a statewide HIE.  The goal of TOC is to provide a neutral forum for adoption and/or establishment of standards-based approaches to technical operations for those organizations and HIEs that wish to participate in the statewide HIE.  
Members of the committee should represent operational or planned HIEs, or organizations interested in establishing or joining an HIE, and bring a technical and / or operational skill set to the activity.  
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
