· Policy: ICD-10, consumer consent, FY2011 HIPAA requirements, HIE governance and sustainability, when RAC meets MAC (Recovery Audit Contractor meets Medicare Administrative Contractor)
· Hot Topics: NHIN & NC HIE "onboarding", 2013 meaningful use, Meet 2011 meaningful users, medical home, build and use of EMR/data points, ID Red Flags, clinical effectiveness

· Quality of the abstract (merit of the abstract, speaker’s style and applicability) 
· Educational potential

· Absence of commercial promotion

Historically, presentations made by representatives of provider organizations that speak to the needs of their peers are most highly rated.
